	Correspondence from residents:  Email from resident re waste see below:
The slip road off and onto the A1 Northbound into Stibbington village. There is the usual rubbish of coffee cups, food packaging and drinks cans but there is also waste of a more alarming nature. I have seen several plastic drinks bottles filled with urine and newspaper parcels of human excrement. This sort of rubbish is clearly thrown out of the lorries that visit that truck stop diner.

I collected 3 sacks full of litter here last week, using my own bags and putting it in my own bin. There is still a lot more there and along the A1 where I wouldn't feel safe walking.

Church Lane to the left of the church going down to the boating area. Once again there's a huge pile of miscellaneous stuff that I would describe as fly tipping. This has happened at least twice in the last year and they then set it alight like a bonfire. I have heard that the man who owns the mooring has died and that there are now issues there but this area has long been a dumping ground.

Discussions on what can be done in these areas (continuous problem) – Cllr Beuttell will contact Street Cleaning to clear up mess.
