	Village Parking: 
Letter in Living Villages re parking which quite rightly pointed out that no residents have a “right to park” outside their property and that the parking in the village is a free for all.  It is unhelpful if residents take it upon themselves to leave anonymous notes on car windows.

Cllr Bradshaw attended Christie Hall Management meeting on behalf of SCS Parish Council – currently there is a 10 year lease (7 years remaining) we understand may not be renewed after 10 years – if this should be the case would we consider buying it (together with Thornhaugh and Wansford Parish Councils) – the three parishes that pay the rent along with the Christie Hall?
